Students Need to Know...
· No food or drinks in the lab, AT ANY TIME, not just lab times.  This also goes for the TAs.

· Disposal

· Large red biohazard bags are for non glass contaminated material.  Please no regular trash, like paper towels.  (DO NOT PUT TEST TUBES IN BIOHAZARD BAGS)

· Small orange biohazard bags are for small non glass contaminated material.  Please no petri plates or lens paper.

· Small disinfectant jars are for glass slides only

· Discard pans are located on the table by the door on both east and west sides.  These pans are for test tubes only.  Extra test tube racks are in the bins below the tables,

· Spills should be cleaned using the disinfectant spray bottles on the student benches.

· There is an extra jug of disinfectant students can use to refill the spray bottles when they become empty.

· Broken glass should be cleaned up by the students

· Booms and dust pans can be obtained in room 221

· Microscopes

· Make sure microscopes are in cabinets correctly

· Make sure the cabinet is locked correctly

· The lock is not for the students to keep, it stays on the scope cabinet

· The cabinet is not for personal storage, too many other students use it

· Stereoscopes

· There are 2 different kinds of stereoscopes, some have an internal light source and some have and external source.

· Make sure students turn off lights

· Gram staining

· Do not use hand washing sinks to gram stain

· Gram stain stocks are located on the West side of 220 for the students to use to refill the bottles on the student benches

· The cup sink at the front of each student bench is not to be used at any time

· Flame safety

· Check to make sure gas jets are turned off at the end of every lab

· Never leave a flame unattended

· Keep flame away from wooden shelf and gram stains (gram 3 is ethonal)

· Have students share flames when possible so the room will not get hot

· Miscellaneous

· Make sure students label test tube and not cap or racks

· Make sure students promptly discard old media when finished with it

· Keep the incubator doors shut as much as possible

· All extra media will be located on the west side

· Students must clean up after themselves
